Malloy said he will return in late May or
early June to make a funding request for increased CRT support.

John Beck of the Mental Health Center said a grant was obtained for first responders in
Park County for crisis intervention training for law enforcement, CISM training and
assistance with suicide prevention and intervention training.

Civil Deputy County Attorney Shannan Piccolo said the county can vacate the plat as
long as there is one owner, no deeds were transferred and there are no agreements
between adjoining property owners. She said vacating the plat would allow the county to
release the bond back to Barbara Todd to rectify the road situation.

Clerk and Recorder Denise Nelson said the county must pass a resolution to vacate the
subdivision and denote the vacation on the plat.

Commissioner Malone made a motion to vacate the filed plat for Subdivision #422
Barbara Todd subdivision and sign the resolution after drafted by the civil deputy county
attorney. Commissioner Durgan seconded that motion. Motion passed.

Signing of Resolution Setting Forth Policy for the Allocations of the YRRE Funds

@2:06:38 p.m., Commissioner Malone called a meeting to order in the Commissioners
Chambers. Commissioners Durgan, Malone and Taylor were present. Also present were
Shannan Piccolo, civil deputy county attorney; Jerry Brekke, historian; Larry Lahren,
citizen; Audrey Dodge, Emigrant Cemetery Board; Wes Venteicher, Livingston
Enterprise; and Minutes Clerk John Mueller.

The meeting was scheduled to sign a resolution setting forth policy for allocation of
Yellowstone River Ranch Estates (YRRE) funds.

Commissioner Malone said resolutions addressing YRRE funds were reviewed and
modified to tighten up language after the last meeting on the subject.

There was discussion about the amount of YRRE funds to be allotted to Chico and

Emigrant Cemetery work through the county historian budget. Commissioner Durgan
said that budget can be amended for more or less funds after a base figure is set.
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Historian Jerry Brekke said the upfront costs of some of the first projects with the two
cemeteries may be expensive. Brekke said a survey is necessary upfront for the Emigrant
Cemetery and a landowner may donate adjacent lands. He asked if historical projects
will come in that will use up the YRRE funds. Commissioner Taylor said the funds will
not be expended faster than approved by the Commission.

Citizen Larry Lahren said he would consider putting $50,000 into the historian budget at
this time to cover any land transfer, survey and ground-penetrating radar on a not-to-
exceed basis to avoid another allocation process. He said a proposed cemetery budget
was submitted to Community Development Director Philip Fletcher at Fletcher’s request
after an onsite meeting with Cindy Connors, which equated to $25,000 to $30,000 for
each cemetery. Lahren said the budget contained figures based on a needs assessment
completed at the request of Fletcher. Lahren said the YRRE funds are not taxpayers’
money, as they were obtained by the county as an exchange for the value of abandonment
of a county road. He said it was a resource trade, not a taxpayer-funded subsidy.

Citizen Audrey Dodge said the Emigrant Cemetery committee does not have a budget put
together at this time. Dodge asked if it would be acceptable to put half of the
approximately $61,000 funds in the historian’s budget as a starting point.

Durgan said he would hate to put the major part of the fund in the historian’s budget. He
said he feels there may be matching funds available for use with the funds. Lahren said
he does not recall the MOU stating the funds were to be used as matching funds.

Commissioner Durgan made a motion the resolution is approved with a base of $40,000.
The motion died due to a lack of a second.

Commissioner Malone made a motion Resolution #1097 is approved with a base of
$32,500. Commissioner Taylor seconded that motion. Motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Taylor said he does not want to exhaust the fund. He said the
Commission is not saying “no” to $40,000, and the historian can come in with additional
requests for funds.
