June 10, 2013 
Review of Daily Correspondence and Agenda

The meeting was scheduled to review the daily agenda and correspondence. 
 
Commissioner Tinsley reported on a meeting with the road crew that morning, including 
a Peterbilt truck that needs costly maintenance.  Tinsley said he would ask road crewmen 
to park graders off the roadway when parked offsite. 
 
Citizen Bob Ebinger said a bad spot exists on Swingley Road just before the turn off to 
the Forest Service access to Livingston Peak.  Ebinger said he thinks a volatile wildfire 
situation exists atop Livingston Peak with dry conditions.  That area was included in a 
RAC grant to fix the road.  Commissioner Malone telephoned Harold Blattie of MACo 
about the governor’s decision to fund RAC grants.  Blattie said he had heard nothing 
from the governor about the issue, and a decision may not be made until after the veto 
process.

The meeting was scheduled to consider the status of Willow Bend Road. 
 
Citizen Courtney Lawellin said she and her father provided the county with additional 
information on the road in question (which included a map).  Elements of that 
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information were reviewed by meeting attendees.  Citizen Joe Lawellin said the county 
was granted an easement along an irrigation ditch along Willow Bend Road.  Civil 
Deputy County Attorney Shannan Piccolo said she did not have the same interpretation 
of the corridor and easement.  Piccolo said the county historian found no petition to 
create or abandon Willow Bend Lane, thus it is her opinion it is not a county road via the 
petition process or granting of an easement.  She said the county commission does not 
have the jurisdiction to create a county road through prescriptive easement or common 
law dedication.   
 
Joe Lawellin said he is only concerned about 300 feet of the road to his parent’s place 
and seven families total in the event an ambulance needs access. 
 
The county will have its historian research the Hollyhock Road and Elkhorn Lane 
petitions of abandonment and the adjacent irrigation ditch to determine whether anything 
can be deciphered about Willow Bend Road.
